At 9:30 am on Saturday, May 15th, 2010, our school held its second annual Kenya Run. 

For a minimum donation of $25 (which includes a t-shirt), one could run or walk 5 or 10 
kilometers to help support Lwak Girl’s School, located in one of the poorest parts of Kenya. I 
interviewed Mrs. Belanger, who helped organize the event. 
 
     Our school supports two girls and helps them attend school, and any extra money raised 
goes to support more girls. Originally, there were nine girls in the program, and now there are 
seventy-three.   
 
     The first fundraiser for Kenya was a dinner, and last year the students suggested holding a 
fun run. It raised $10 000, and had 130 participants, and they are hoping to have even more 
participants this year.  The high commissioner of Kenya attended last year’s run, and his staff 
also participated. To everyone’s delight, he attended again this year. 
 
     I asked Mrs. Belanger, who is also organizing a fundraiser for a school in Afghanistan, how 
she is able to juggle her charity work with her teaching duties. She said that a lot of the 
activities she helps coordinate are student-led, and that doing charity work is “very rewarding.” 
She said that she is “busy, but it’s fun.”
